“Firstly, let me offer my apologies for not attending; I’ll be in Darwin and then Adelaide on business. After several months delay we finally were handed back the Museum building in April. That delay will affect what we can achieve in the way of display by the opening. We will see what we can do. 

We have credit card and eftpos facilities but in five months there has been no need to use them. I thought that the orders for members’ plaques would have required the use of the facilities, but there have been no orders. 

We are still at the stage we were at in February so the tasks still apply. 

We will formalise a request to the battalion for help. 

Tasks: 

We will commence to set up the museum again from scratch.

The walls will be painted in a matching colour. We already have the paint. 

The fabric lining the walls will be taken down and properly hemmed and re-hung if required. 

Sectors will be allocated for the display of each phase of the battalion history. 

When enough displays are ready, Pam Webster will come down and coordinate the setting up and the hanging of the displays. 

Proper methods of mounting these displays will be investigated and used. 

Mounting displays by banging in with staples is banned. 

Investigation of grants will be ongoing. 

With the painting I can allocate a couple of weekends to get it done while the sub-committees can be working on their displays either at the Museum or elsewhere. 

If we work through June and July we should show some results. In August we can start setting up displays and finalise what we can in September.”
